[bookmark: _GoBack]Children with organ transplants and their parents were found to have low quality of life and impaired family functioning.
It was determined that there is a similar oriented relationship between parental quality of life and quality of life and sub-dimensions of children.
As the quality of life of the children who were organ transplantation lowered, more deterioration occurred in the parents' family functions.
It was found that parents' life quality increased when quality of life for children with organ transplantation increased and for psychosocial health.
